Citizen centered leadership is essential and central to inclusion.
It is not waiting for the community to “be ready.” The community is ready.


Citizen centered leadership is a mindset and a learning journey. Theory to practice deep dive, guided by learning partners (one of whom must be a person with lived experience of disability) who walk with you throughout the 15 week course. 

3 ideals of citizenship serve as the foundation for citizen centered leadership. 
Everyone is born with gifts, abilities and a purpose in life.
Everyone has the right to equal access to opportunities to explore and discover their gifts and highest purposes.
Everyone has a responsibility to share their gifts for the good of community or society. 

Working within the integrity gap = the space of freedom. Aligning what we SAY with what we DO. This is especially important in the context of building relationships with people with disabilities.
